3. Review and Approval of Minutes: Motion was made by Sheila Soptelean to
accept the September 1, 2016 minutes with corrections.

5. New Business: Paul Adams stated that the number of vote by mail requests has
increased above the 2012 requests. Mr. Adams also answered several questions from
the committee regarding postmark dates for absentee ballots. The rule is ballots must
be postmarked no later than the day before the election to be counted. The only
exception is for military ballots they can be postmarked up to the date of the election per
federal law.
